The person must feel comfortable leading out in worship, teaching, discussions, experiential learning, and mentoring. We prefer that the chaplain plays either the guitar or piano for praise and worship. The chaplain interacts with all staff including direct care, education, therapists, and administration to ensure clients spiritual growth is being encouraged. 
Spiritual growth is an integral part of Project Patch and the chaplain will encourage that growth through several spiritual disciplines including worship, teaching, service projects, prayer, counseling, and mentoring. The goal of the chaplain and Patch is to create an environment conducive for young people to experience God’s nurturing grace and acceptance. The focus is on changing perceptions about God and learning to trust and desire His presence in their lives.
Project Patch is a supportive ministry of the Seventh-day Adventist Church, however, neither Project Patch nor this position is funded by the SDA church and the chaplain does not receive denominational employee benefits. Scripture is the basis for our practice and program. The chaplain must be comfortable interacting with people of different faiths and spiritual openness.  
Project Patch is a Christian residential treatment program for teens (ages 13 – 17). Our clients are good kids making poor choices. Project Patch is licensed for 40 clients and has nearly 40 staff. Staff members include counselors, mentors, educational and support staff. Project Patch is licensed by the State of Idaho as a child residential treatment program and is accredited by the Joint Commission for Accreditation of Healthcare Organizations.  The Project Patch School is accredited through AdvancedEd.
